Parable of the Bags of Gold, Matthew 25:14-29 NIV 


1. Give to God first!   

Proverbs 3:9-10, “Honor the Lord with your wealth and with the firstfruits of all your produce; then your barns will be filled with plenty, and your vats will be bursting with wine.”

2. Live with a budget.  
Proverbs 27:23 (NIV), “ Be sure you know the condition of your flocks, give careful attention to your herds.”

3. Decrease Expenses.  

4. Stop Going Into Debt. 

Proverbs 22:7 (ESV) “The rich rules over the poor, and the borrower is the slave of the lender.


5. Build an Emergency Fund.
